Responsibilities:  

• Demonstrate, exemplify and support the Capuchin Charism and Provincial Mission, 
Vision and Values throughout all professional responsibilities and activities 

• Under the direction of the Bakery Manager prepare assigned food following recipes and 

safety guidelines 

• Monitor and rotate inventory to ensure bakery is stocked with fresh ingredients 

• Open or close bakery  

• Clean bakery surfaces, equipment, floors, cooler, freezer and stock areas 

• Assist in church sales on weekends including loading/unloading of truck 

• Interact with volunteers, donors and the general public as a representative of CSK 

showing hospitality 

• Observe maintenance needs of kitchen equipment and communicate these needs to 

Bakery Manager 

• Assist with preparing and receiving supply orders ensuring accuracy and noting any 

discrepancies 

• Comply with Province and ministry policies, procedures, guidelines and standards 

 

Qualifications:  High School Diploma or equivalent, one year of commercial baking experience, 

ability to work a flexible schedule, ability to lift 50 pounds, ServSafe and Allergen certification or 

ability to attain within 90 days of hire, ability to use and operate material handling equipment.
