Return bus to appropriate parking lot at end of shift

Notify staff and/or security of any situations with participants or guests that may
jeopardize participant safety

Comply with Province and ministry policies, procedures, guidelines and standards

training or ability to attain within 30 days, ability to work M-F from 5pm until all riders are safely
dropped off.
