• Assist in unloading of products from delivery or donor vehicles  

• Assist guests with the shopping process 

• Assist in the safe storage, handling, and distribution of food products 

• Stock food items  

• Sort, grade, stock and categorize clothing and other donated items 

• Assist in preparation of materials for the shower program for our Meldrum Kitchen site 

• Create a welcoming environment for all, including volunteers, guests, and other visitors 

• Assist with daily and deep cleaning tasks along with basic maintenance of buildings and 

grounds 

• Assist with the guest intake process  

• Comply with Province and ministry policies, procedures, guidelines and standards

pounds with assistance.  Willingness to obtain a Serve Safe Certificate.  Effective 
communication, problem solving, interpersonal and organizational skills.
