Store clean dishes, utensils and cooking equipment in storage areas

Sweep or scrub floors

Clean public bathrooms

Receive and store supplies

Sort and remove trash, placing it in designated areas

Stock supplies as needed or directed

Comply with Province and ministry policies, procedures, guidelines and standards.

Qualifications: The desired education and experience level for this position is a High School diploma or
GED. Ability to bend, lift and carry at least 25 pounds. Must be willing to obtain a food handler’s card.
Ability to read, write and follow detailed oral and written instructions in English. Ability to maintain
cooperative working relationships with management, co-workers and guests to the Soup Kitchen.

Hours will vary based on kitchen needs. Hours will vary between 20-25 hours per week.
