• Develop and sustain a volunteer community that supports programs of the Capuchin Soup 

Kitchen  

• Coordinate with managers to identify and meet ministry operational needs and match 

opportunities with groups, individuals, and community service candidates 

• Maintain and share on-line calendars for scheduling volunteers for all ministry activities 

• Effectively communicate with people of diverse religious traditions and cultures in all 

areas of ministry 

• Serve as site contact for individuals and groups 

• Ensure all volunteers and community service candidates receive proper background 

checks, orientation, and training as needed 

• Collaborate with Public Relations and Development Offices to promote ministries and 

engage existing and potential volunteers 

• Sustain and develop connections and do outreach with the faith-based and nonprofit 

direct service communities with focus on those that address hunger and homelessness 

• Assist in various events such as holiday celebrations 

• Coordinate volunteers for annual drives  

• Fill in as needed when volunteers are not available doing tasks such as serving food or 

working in the pantry 

• Track and report volunteer activities to ministry staff as requested 

• Assist with and attend annual Volunteer Appreciation Dinner 

• Comply with Province and ministry policies, procedures, guidelines, and standards
